My thank s to all th e officials
and those who helped on th e day.
WAOC staged a superb Yvett e Baker
Final .  NOR ran a successful East
Anglia n Championships .  My congra-
tulation s to all 2004 Champions.
Roger Stenson organise d an
enjoyable score event t o coincide
wit h th e AGM.  Plan s are well under
way for th e Junio r Europea n Cup
and Britis h Schools Orienteering
Championships , both t o be hosted by
th e region i n th e autumn .  Your help
wil l be needed!

Ther e have been individual
successes in th e forest.  We had a
number of Midlan d Champions.
Ala s no Britis h Champion s but Ed
Kellehe r shoul d be congratulate d on
hi s second place in M 18 and Helen
Gardne r for her 3r d place in W18 at
th e JK.  Internationa l represent-
atio n has been achieved by Helen
Gardne r for JWOC , Edwar d Lout h &
Suzy Robertson for Interlan d and
Leanne Barnes for Englis h Schools
at th e Internationa l Schools Meet.
Suzy Robertson also represented
Englan d in th e Senior Home
International .  We have also had 3
junior s selected for BO F summer
tour s ± Edwar d Lout h t o Lagganlia,
Jo West t o Halden and Helen
Gardne r on th e pre-JWOC tour .  Jo
West ha s also been selected for the
Star t Squad .  Well done to al l of
them.
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As a resul t of a Grade 2 Controll-
ers Course in Apr il , we now hav e 4
new Grad e 2 Controllers .  A great
relie f t o our existin g tw o who were in
danger of seriou s overload!  My
thank s to Andrew Cordl e and Peter
Leveringto n for organisin g the day.

Development seems to be the key
issue at th e moment.  I believ e that
th e futur e of our spor t depends on
th e success of these initiatives .  The
fundin g of Regional Development
Officer s by Sport Englan d and the
appointmen t of Jez Mi ddleton to
East Ang li a is an exciting
opport unit y for us .  Jez is not fro m a
mainstrea m orienteerin g back-
ground but i s a qualifie d Level 2
BOF Coach wit h a stron g back-
ground in teachin g orienteerin g to
young people throug h hi s work over
th e past few year s wit h outdoor
centres and throug h D of E wor k in
Norfolk .  He has plent y of experience
in committe e work throug h canoeing
and was the successful drive r of an
Award s 4 All bi d for hi s canoe club
whic h also led to increased particip-
atio n and membership .  And we need
tha t for orienteerin g too!  I n my
experience, we are very good at
introducin g newcomers to the sport.
However , i t i s takin g them on to
become enthusiast s and more
importantl y volunteer s tha t i s more
di fficult .  Al l club s struggl e to find
enough helper s to run event s and to
fill co mmitte e posts.  Our J unior
Squad is stru gglin g to fin d recruits
spacer spacer spacer spacer spacer

at th e younger end .  We need to be
able to offer mor e than an occasional
run on a Sunday i f we are to attract
new members.

Ursul a Oxburg h organise d a Level
1 coaches trainin g day.  Thi s proved
extremel y popula r an d was actually
oversubscribed.  But encouragingly,
all club s in th e region had at least
one delegate.  My thank s to Ursula.
Now i t i s up to clubs to use the skills
of these people and encourage
furthe r progre ssion up th e coaching
ladder.  Currentl y we have no active
club coach in th e region, let alon e a
qualifie d Regional Coach.  Our
Junio r Squad needs more access to
good coaches.  We need to be able to
teach basic skill s to newcomers and
develop those of regula r orienteers.

Than k you t o all th e committe e for
all thei r har d work an d support
throughou t th e year.  Amazingly
enough almost al l ar e prepared to
continu e for a furthe r year.
However , Cliv e Tant an d Andy
Malley ar e standin g down as Junior
Squad Co-ordinator s so special
thank s to them for al l thei r effort s in
keeping th e squad going during a
di fficul t period .  Finally , my thanks
to you, th e club orienteer s who do so
much t o support th e work of the
region .  I believ e that w e are unique
in th e level of co-operation tha t we
achieve.  Than k you and wel l done.

Punt Orienteering

I n June , WAOC members once
again had th e chance to tak e part in
a punt orienteerin g competitio n on
th e rive r Cam .  Originatin g from
CUOC©s traditiona l post exam event,
th e Punt O involve s a race of parallel
runnin g and puntin g legs.  This
time , 5 or 6 people per punt ha d 6
legs, both runnin g and punting , to
spli t between themselves .  Thi s year
spacer spacer spacer spacer spacer
spacer spacer spacer spacer spacer
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I took over fro m Mar k as organiser
cum pla nner ± he seems to have
been stuck for man y years with
organisin g many CUO C and WAOC
PuntOs , and ther e was some kin d of
grumbl e that he©d quit e lik e to run it
sometime, so what coul d I do?!
Previou s PuntO s have been planned
on Coe Fen, a Cambridg e parkland
area frequentl y used for summer
evening events, CUOC introductory
events and other such events.  This
year w e added Grantchester
Meadows, a stretc h of lan d alongside
th e rive r further sout h of Coe Fen; a
riversid e path was buil t her e several
years ago, whic h make s the area
especially usefu l for somethin g lik e a
PuntO , wher e the rive r i s such an
integra l par t of it!

The control s in a Punt O are
usuall y pieces of strin g collected by
th e competitors : i t saves the
organiser havin g to collect the m but
has the disadvantage of being
slightl y harde r t o find .  Havin g put
out th e pieces of strin g the week
before the event, th e morning© s
preparatio n onl y require d transpor-
tin g four punt s from Scudamore© s,
th e hirin g place, to the car park,
wher e everyone else was meetin g us.

Whils t waitin g to meet them,
clouds were ominousl y collectin g in
th e distance (and Scudamore©s staff
were takin g the cushions out of the
tourin g punts ) and we set off
puntin g just as the rai n started.
Neverthele ss, i t wa s only a short
shower an d th e sky cleared by the

tim e we got t o the car park , where
th e competitor s arrive d shortly.
Next I hande d out th e maps to all
teams so they could spli t th e punting
and runnin g legs, takin g into
account th e puntin g and running
speeds of each team member.

1-2-3-go!!!  Afte r m y very un-
imaginativ e countdown , everyone set
off and ther e were some collisions
straigh t away .  Whils t first leg
runner s set of f for a run aroun d Coe
Fen, th e punt s starte d just insid e a
shallow side shoulder of th e Cam.
Two managed to get awa y safely
whils t th e other tw o remaine d stuck
in a collisio n and spent a while
gettin g themselves out of th e bushes.

In th e meantime , I headed off
toward s the firs t handover an d to
tak e picture s of th e punter s on the
firs t leg , being quit e amused by my
mum Jitk a losing her pol e and
paddlin g backward s wit h her hands
whils t lyin g face-down on the
puntin g platform .  At th e first
handover , th e punt s all arrived
before any of th e runners .  Rolf was
back first , givin g hi s boat a slight
advantag e over th e others.
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However , i t wa s only a very short
tim e before Helen and Rosemary
arrived , sending thei r punt s in close
pursui t ± then th e fourt h pun t set off
once Hall y came back fro m th e first
leg around Coe Fen.

The next puntin g leg was probably
th e hardest one, includin g the
manoeuvrin g throug h Dead Man© s
Corner , and al l team s put on one of
thei r bette r punters .  To avoid
havin g to run roun d th e streets to
th e Meadows myself , I manage d to
convince one of th e leadin g punt s to
tak e me as ballas t t o the next
handover point .  Which i s how I
became a witne ss to a real pirate
fight .  As Mar k wa s gainin g distance
on Ju li a ahead, th e crew at th e front
trie d thei r hardes t t o keep hi m at
bay, wit h some sneaky tactic s like
blockin g th e rive r an d holdin g on to
th e gainin g punt .  At one point,
movin g int o the bank an d some
trees, Mar k suddenly decided that
th e other punt wa s a littl e more
attractiv e and transferred ther e ± he
says it wa s a choice between
steppin g int o the water or int o the
other punt , th e latte r of whic h was
th e nicer option , but I personally
reckon tha t at th e tim e he was still
tryin g to decide which pun t had
bette r chances in th e race!

The leg finishe d where
Grantcheste r Meadow s began, with
th e handover a t a point wher e a guy
happened to be fishin g tha t day ±
fort unatel y he didn©t seem t o mind
four punt s moorin g in close

proximity !  Once again, Rolf©s punt
set off fro m her e wit h a slight
advantag e after Edm und finished
hi s leg (handing ove r t o Jitka ) ahead
of Carolin e (handin g over t o Peter).
I lef t the m t o thei r competitio n for a
bit , waitin g to see where the other
tw o punt s had got to .  They arrived
at th e handover point , both waiting
for th e pair s of j unio r competitor s to
arrive .  Havin g not expected such a
great deman d for j unio r legs, I only
planned one of the m specificall y to
yellow standard , so teams wit h two
junior s had them r unnin g tha t leg
and anothe r one in pairs .  Sophie
and Davi d finishe d just ahead of
Kat y and Edward B , addin g to the
competitio n betw een thi s pair of
punt s too.  Loadin g up thei r in-
coming runners , and offloadin g the
next ones to go out, th e two punts
headed off i n pursui t of th e other two
(wit h a punt-pol e from one of those
visibl e over th e meadow).

For a whil e I wa s running
backward s and forward s along the
rive r t o see where each of th e punts
had got to .  I manage d to point out
th e location of th e pieces of string s to
a few competitor s (despite my “quite
descriptive ” contro l descriptions , i t is
quit e difficul t t o fin d a singl e piece of
whit e strin g when you ar e the last
one to arriv e there!) , found out that
one of th e control s on th e junio r leg
was surro unded by a herd of cows (I
reall y couldn© t hav e known that
when puttin g out th e control s the
week before!) , and even got a brief
lif t wit h anothe r punt for one of the
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puntin g legs.  I n the
meantim e the leading
punt manage d to gain
quit e a lot of ground
and turne d to the
downstrea m legs well
ahead of th e others.
Her e I hav e to mention
Thomas and his
speedy r un roun d the
yellow leg ± despite
th e cows! ± which was
followed not t oo much
late r by th e junior
members of th e other
teams.

Whils t th e leading
punt wa s close to
startin g th e fina l puntin g leg, I was
watchin g the others set of f on the
last lon g runnin g leg.  The final
competitio n became quit e fierce, as
Rolf and Edward L set of f r unnin g at
th e same time , wit h Sue settin g off
several mi nute s after them.
Downriver , waitin g for th e runners
to finish , al l thre e of th e fina l punts
met up , waitin g to see how their
runner s would do.  I©m tol d tha t one
of th e control s in a wooded area right
on th e south end of th e Meadows
caused some grief , wit h Ed
eventuall y finding i t sneakil y and
tryin g to disappear befor e Rolf
noticed!  Nevertheless , in th e end
they both finishe d almost a t the
same time , wit h Rolf puttin g in a
fina l speedy sprin t t o jump int o his
punt first.

Both punt s headed off
toward s the finish , whilst
th e others waite d a few
more minute s for Sue to
arriv e and went of f in
pursuit .  Headin g round
th e streets back t o the
finish , I coul d only guess
what wa s happenin g on
th e river , but i n th e end
Graham© s punt arrive d a
few moment s before Rolf© s
at th e finish , wit h Bruce
puntin g in th e remaining
soaked punter s to a round
of applaus e some minutes
later.

Whereas the expenditure o n SI equipmen t rose, that
on SI card s fell consider ably .  Income from th e Region©s hostin g of th e fina l of
th e Compass Sport Cu p and Troph y was nearl y £600 less than tha t derived
from a heat of th e event i n th e previou s year, whils t costs fell b y less than £30.

Disappointingly , ther e were few request s for Junior tour grants , leadin g to a
savin g of over £750, and costs incurre d by th e Junio r squad fell b y almost
£1180.  Consequentl y th e Association made a surplu s of £1762 for th e year.
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The Balance Sheet reflect s the Association©s curren t health y financia l state.
Furthe r expenditur e was made on SI equipmen t durin g th e year, partly
necessitate d by th e need to replace a computer , partl y by th e replacement of
stolen equipmen t not fu ll y covered by insurance , but partl y t o improve
downloadin g by th e purchase of a therma l printer.

No reductio n i n charges made by th e Association ar e suggested thi s year as
income is already affected by th e decision take n at last year© s AGM t o reduce
th e costs of hirin g out equipment an d cards.  Thi s was implemente d on 1st
Januar y 2004 and it s ful l effect cannot yet be assessed.  I t i s hoped that
expenditur e on th e Junio r squad will increas e again, and tha t individual
Junior s will as k for assistance if the y ar e selected for tours .  The Association
also expects to spend heavil y on tw o major event s to be staged in th e Region
late r thi s year, and furthermor e needs to maintai n it s capita l reserve s for
possible futur e fundin g of a Regional Developmen t Officer.

The accounts were circulate d and are attache d at th e end of these minutes.

The proposal tha t levie s should remai n unchange d was accepted unanimously
by th e meeting.
